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"It is good to be back in Miami. If ever there waplace which shows the vitality and
dynamism of the American spirit, this is it. Oneffrd told me that he considers Miami to be
the capital of Latin America —and it looks like @pttal — bold architecture, bold people ... a
truly gleaming city.
